TIPS FOR SUCCESS

· Dress appropriately. For gentlemen a tie and jacket are necessary. For ladies, a professional suit (pants or skirt) or conservative dress will work.

· Take a moment at the podium before you start.

· Begin with a salutation: Bishop Frade, Mr. Brolley, Dr. Krejcarek, Faculty, etc.

· Make eye contact

· Speak clearly and slowly

· When writing your speech use elements of common ground, humor, suspense (especially in the introduction) and narrative.

· Remember you are writing for a broad audience. Some of them will know your teachers and some will not. Inside jokes do not work and are not appropriate.

· The most successful speeches for graduation have dealt with the “Saint Andrew’s Experience.” What has your time at SA meant to your classmates and you? How has Saint Andrew’s affected your class’s future success?  It should reflect not only your personal experiences but also those of your class as a whole.

· Be expressive and use gestures.

· Enjoy yourself. Be confident.

· Preferred length is 3-5 minutes.
